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We utilize Reading Counts at KMS.  Although Reading Counts is an optional reading program, all students are encouraged to participate in Reading Counts.





Here’s why? Our goal is for ALL students to become proficient readers.  At KMS, students can read whatever they choose to read!  No matter what the Lexile Level. When students read what they enjoy reading, and at a level that they are comfortable with, they are excited about reading, and it encourages them to read more!  It is important to note that the Lexile Level does not judge content or conceptual complexity, so it is highly recommended that all parent/guardians review the books that their child chooses for content.





Students have the RC goals and dates in their planner on page 115.  I have listed them here for you to view. �There are 5 Clubs for the Reading Olympics:





Blue Club – 35 points by October 9


Yellow Club – 70 points by November 20


Black Club – 105 points by January 15


Green Club – 140 points by February 26


Red Club – 175 points by April 19





Students may take no more than 5 quizzes per school day.  If more than 5 quizzes are taken in one day, the student will be disqualified from membership in the Reading Olympics Clubs.

















�The Box Tops Race between grade levels begins today, September 1st.  It will run for two months:  September and October. 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Each student takes the SRI – Scholastic Reading Inventory.  �There are three (3) SRI testing dates throughout the school year to monitor student progress in the Scholastic program. At KMS, the Lexile Level is used for data purposes only.


Those dates are September, January, and April/May. Upon completion of each SRI, a Lexile Level is given to the student.  The Lexile Level is a reading ability or text difficulty score followed by an “L” (ex: “850L”).  SRI uses the developmental Lexile scale for texts ranging from 100L for beginning readers (BR) to above 1500L for advanced readers.

If your child is not in the Proficient column, we recommend that you set a goal for them to read with you or independently for at least 20 minutes a day.  Make connections between your child’s interests and books to read. For example, if your child likes animals, try to locate books on animals, both fiction and nonfiction. Try to spend time every day with your child looking through “non-book” reading materials, such as websites, pieces of mail, advertisements, and food labels, to demonstrate how important a part reading plays in daily life. Consider sharing with your child the kinds of things you are reading. This will certainly help them to grow and by participating in Reading Counts, they will grow and be rewarded!
